• The institutionalization of the “Work Ethics and Anti-Sexual Harassment 
Seminar” for the Student Interns of the University. As of this year, three 
sessions of the said seminar were conducted by the Gender and 
Development Office in partnership with the Counseling, Testing, and Career 
Center dated January 21, 28 & April 22, 2019, respectively. A total of 2,704 
student interns were able to attend the seminar – 1, 174 males and 1, 530 
females. Mr. Jeremiah Paul C. Silvestre served as the Resource Speaker 
for the Work Ethics while Prof. Gherold C. Benitez and Prof. Winifredo L. 
Luis served as the Resource Speakers for the Anti-Sexual Harassment.  

 
• The TSU Supreme Student Council led by Mr. Adrian N. Eliorico (TSU-SSC 

President) and Dr. Rita E. Pulmano (GAD director) organized the first-ever 
“Mx. Warrior 2019” at the University. It aimed to educate and uphold respect 
among all genders in society by recognizing the beauty and intelligence of 
our LGBTQIA+ students. Mx. Warrior 2019 held on February 13, 2019, at 
the TSU Gymnasium. The activity was not only intended to showcase the 
beauty, personality traits, intelligence, and talent of the candidates but also 
to intensify the support to the LGBT community in the University. It generally 
aimed to educate and uphold respect among all genders in society.  

 

• Seminar on the “Canons of Ethics in Public Service: A Must Towards an 
Accountable-Governance” was conducted by the Gender and Development 
as one of the activities for the 2019 National Women’s Month participated 
by the faculty and personnel of the University. Dr. Corazon A. David was 
invited to serve as the Resource Speaker on the said seminar and 
discussed a relevant topic on “Women Empowerment: Health, Wealth, 
Safety and Well-being in the Workplace”.  

 

• Through coordination with the Human Resource Development Management 
Office, Tarlac State University was able to provide gifts and personal 
hygiene kits to the residents of the DSWD-Tarlac Home for Women in the 
“Gift Giving Program” organized by the Civil Service Commission – Tarlac. 
Moreover, the Gender and Development Office was able to extend its 
“Serbisyo Para Kay Juana” activity for the Women’s Month Celebration for 
the residents.  

 

• GAD Office conducted the 3rd GAD Research Colloquium: “Enhancing 
Research Readiness and Competitiveness through Gender-Responsive 
Research in the University”. Fourteen (14) Research Proposals were 
presented and reviewed during the said colloquium.  

 

• Dr. Rita E. Pulmano, GAD director and Mr. Jesus S. Danganan attended the 
“7th National GAD Budget Forum for National Government Agencies 
(NGAs), Attached Offices, Bureaus, State Universities and Colleges 
(SUCs), and Government-Owned and Controlled Corporations (GOCCs) 
last September 6, 2019, at the Double Dragon Plaza, Pasay City, Manila.  
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• Dr. Rita E. Pulmano together with GAD Coordinators; Prof. Christine Janelle 
M. Santiago and Ms. Ma. Tiara Fatima F. Galang participated in the “Three-

The Gender and Development Office in partnership with Counseling, Testing 

and Career Center conducted the “Work Ethics and Anti-Sexual Harassment Seminar” 

to the Student Interns of the University last January 21 & 28, 2019 at the TSU 

Gymnasium. The seminar was intended to create awareness of ethical issues among 

student interns/trainees of the University as well as educate them about sexual 

harassment which can help them handle any sexual harassment issue or complaint with 

greater confidence.
